Explanation of need for this information:  Whenever we go on an outing, a tour permit is required to be filed with the council and/or the National BSA office, depending on the length of the trip.  Information required on that form includes vehicle, driver and insurance information of those who may be driving.  Most of the information required is for the benefit of the leaders and drivers. BSA has insurance that can cover liability amounts above the limits of your personal insurance or above the following BSA minimum limits, whichever limit is greater:  $50,000 per person/$100,000 per accident/$50,000 property damage - or $100,000 combined single limit.  We will use the information you provide here only to fill out the tour permits.  When you buy a different vehicle or modify your insurance, please provide updated information.
